Summary: Tobacco smoking is the major risk factor for non-communicable diseases. The
healthcare and economic burden of such diseases is also substantial, particularly in Southeast
Europe where smoking prevalence and intensity are notoriously high. The present study provides
quantitative assessments of these negative impacts, as well as of the potential health and economic
gains from tobacco risk reduction in the cases of Bulgaria, Croatia, Greece and Romania.
Furthermore, an original model is designed to produce future projections of health and economic
benefits from public policies favouring the conversion to less harmful tobacco products. The results
are impressive: the four countries would gain up to around 1.4 million disability-adjusted life years
in total in 2030, and the restored economic value would potentially exceed EUR 210 billion
cumulatively over the rest of the decade.

Summary: Lewis Carroll was an English photographer and novelist, best known for "Alice in
Wonderland". He was a maths tutor at Oxford and a deacon in the Anglican Church. The writer
received a prestigious education and lived at Christ Church College until his death. It was there that
he met Alice Liddell, whose father was the Dean of the College, who inspired him to write the famous
novel. When they first met, Alice was only 4 years old, and he was 24. Carroll preferred the company
of children and often took photographs of them, some of which were even nude. Eight years after
their first meeting, the contact with the Liddell family mysteriously ceased, but Carroll published the
novel inspired by Alice. What is interesting about the work is its depiction of mental disorders through
the characters. The theme of madness is common in the author’s work, and it is even believed that
Lewis Carroll suffered from a condition later named “Alice in Wonderland Syndrome”, which
involves a distorted perception of the surrounding world.
